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With Charlie Weis’ dismissal at Notre Dame a foregone
conclusion, it’s as good a time as any for a reminder about what
the Fighting Irish have been for almost an entire generation, and
what they might figure to be no matter who coaches the team in
the next few seasons.

Above average, perhaps.  Maybe a little more, maybe a little
less.  But it’s going to take some set of circumstances to get Notre
Dame back into the national title mix that so many Domers believe
is their birthright.

Consider that Notre Dame’s football team has lost at least 3
games each season since Lou Holtz’ 1993 team finished with only
one defeat.  And that timeline is important, because it was right
around 1993-94 that the school’s admissions office prevented
the Irish from taking more than a handful of marginal student-
athletes, many of them the types that helped Holtz win big
between 1988-93.  Holtz at least had enough talent in the pipeline
for his last three seasons to avoid the sorts of 5 and 6-loss
campaigns that have become commonplace lately in South Bend,
but we have to wonder that with even a first-rate hire (such as
Cincinnati’s Brian Kelly or Oklahoma’s Bob Stoops) if the Irish are
destined, at best, to be nothing more than a slightly stepped-up
version of Stanford and Northwestern in the upcoming years.
Whoever the new coach is will be saddled with the same sorts of
academic restrictions that have made it hard for Weis, Ty
Willingham, and Bob Davie to get over the hump.

The truth is that Notre Dame football has never been better than
the people in charge of the program, and throughout the decades
the Irish have had some pretty good ones pushing the buttons.
Knute Rockne.  Frank Leahy.  Ara Parseghian.  And, to a slightly
lesser extent, Dan Devine and Lou Holtz.  But the Domers have
swung and missed on a number of coaching hires in the last half-
century as well, with the likes of Joe Kuharich, Gerry Faust,
Davie,  Willingham, and now Weis all failing to “shake down the
thunder” in South Bend.

 What grates many clear-thinking Domers (who do exist) is the
fact that no institution has so hypocritically and consistently
manipulated the college athletic landscape.  Follow along.

Several years ago, Notre Dame’s president emeritus, Father
Theodore Hesburgh, was a co-chairman of the Knight Commission,
a panel of influential sorts suggesting reforms for college athletics.
“We’re not in the entertainment business,” said Hesburgh at the
time, “nor are we a minor league for professional sports.”   This
from a school that has had a multi-year, exclusive mega-bucks TV
contract with NBC to telecast its home football games since 1990,
and sent more than 400 players into professional football.  Not to
mention paying coaches like Weis astronomical sums of money on
10-year contracts.  The hypocrisy of Hesburgh and others on the
Knight Commission slipped by most of the unsuspecting members
of the sports media, but serious followers of Notre Dame took note.
Especially when Hesburgh (when still the school’s president)
threatened to stop scheduling the likes of USC and other high-
profile teams that were more lax in their recruiting and academic
standards.   But it proved nothing more than saber-rattling, as
Hesburgh and the school continued to schedule the big boys, more
than willing to grab every dime of TV dough at every opportunity.

The fact is that Notre Dame is not the easy sell to high school
recruits that it used to be.  A generation of youth has matured in an
environment in which the Fighting Irish were not contending for
national honors.   Granted, the campus is beautiful, and the gridiron
history unmatched, but convincing 18-year-old football hotshots to
spend four years in South Bend when they could instead enjoy
better weather in the south and just as much TV exposure in the
SEC or Big XII isn’t easy.  Especially with plenty of coeds that look
like ESPN’s Erin Andrews (a Florida alum) improving the scenery at
most SEC and Texas-based schools.

Climbing back into the elite level of college football certainly isn’t
impossible at Notre Dame, but it’s going to be a lot harder than most
Domers think.

We don’t have Heisman Trophy ballots at THE GOLD SHEET,
but if we did, we might cast our 2009 votes thusly.

1) Toby Gerhart, Stanford RB...We like the Mike Alstott
analogy put forth by one NFL scout, who claims that Gerhart is
really a halfback trapped in a fullback’s body.  Arguably the most
productive and effective running back this season, who willed
Stanford to three wins in a difficult four-game stretch to close the
season vs. Oregon, Southern Cal, Cal, and Notre Dame.  Along the
way broke the 200-yard barrier vs. the Ducks and Fighting Irish.  No
runner dominated games the way Gerhart did this season.

2) Colt McCoy, Texas QB...If we had to bet, we’d say that
McCoy will probably end up winning the Heisman after his fast
close to the season that included a Herculean effort in the
Longhorns’ final regular-season game at Texas A&M.  McCoy’s
numbers were not Heisman-like the first half of the season (when
he may or may not have been hampered by a lingering thumb injury),
but there’s no arguing that he picked up the pace down the stretch.

3) Case Keenum, Houston QB...Keenum’s numbers (nation’s
leading 4922 YP and 38 TDP, with one game to go in the C-USA title
clash vs. East Carolina) should at least demand his presence at the
Downtown Athletic Club for the award ceremony in December.
Had the Cougars been able to run the table as a BCS Buster (a la
TCU and Boise State) we think Keenum might have had a realistic shot
at the prize, but since the Liberty Bowl looks to be the best the Cougs
will do, we doubt enough voters (rightly or wrongly) will be swayed.

4) C.J. Spiller, Clemson RB/KR...We might have been tempted
to put Spiller higher prior to last weekend when he gained just 22 YR
in the Tigers’ loss vs. in-state rival South Carolina (although he did
return another kickoff for a score vs. the Gamecocks).  Probably the
most-dangerous all-purpose runner in the nation, however.

5) Mark Ingram, Alabama RB...Ingram might have ranked
higher on our list prior to last week as well, but gained only 30 YR
(while admittedly slowed by a hip pointer) in the Tide’s close call at
Auburn.  Many had Ingram favored for the award at midseason, but we
simply think Gerhart and the others closed a bit faster down the stretch.

As for Florida’s Tim Tebow?  Not quite the huge numbers of the
past few seasons (we’d put him right outside of our top five),
although we suspect he’ll probably be in the final group that’s invited to
the Downtown Athletic Club.  Besides, he’s already got his Heisman.

Finally, as promised at midseason, here are our updated “letter
grades” at what is essentially the end of the college football regular
season.  Remember, we don’t grade teams in relation to one
another.  Rather, we have weighed how they have performed against
preseason expectations, with concessions for extraordinarily
good, or bad, performances. Following are the five traditional
grading categories—A, B, C, D, & F, with “+” and “-” addendums on
each level—and the teams we believe fit into those categories thru
the games of last weekend.

A...Outstanding performance, or far beyond preseason
expectations: A+...TCU; A...Alabama, Boise State, Cincinnati,
Florida, Northwestern, Oregon, Oregon State, Stanford,
Temple, Wyoming; A-...Arizona, CMU, UConn, Houston,
Idaho, Iowa, Iowa State, MTSU, Pitt, Texas.

B...Above-average performance, or generally exceeding pre-
season expectations.  B+...Arkansas, Clemson, Georgia Tech,
Kansas State, Kent State, Marshall, Miami-Florida, Ohio,
Ohio State, SMU, UCF, Virginia Tech, Washington.  B...Air
Force, Army, Boston College, Bowling Green, BYU, ECU,
Fresno State, Kentucky, Mississippi State, Navy, Nebraska,
Nevada, Rutgers, Texas A&M, Troy, Utah State; B-...Auburn,
Duke, Hawaii, Indiana, Penn State, Purdue, South Carolina,
Tennessee, UAB, UNLV, Utah.

C...Average performance; not much better or worse than initial
expectations; or lack of consistency in efforts.  C+...California,
Missouri, Southern Mississippi, Syracuse, UL-Monroe,
Wisconsin; C...Baylor, Buffalo, Florida Atlantic, Florida
International, Georgia, UL-Lafayette, LSU, Michigan State,
Oklahoma State, San Diego State, USF, Texas Tech, Toledo,
West Virginia, Western Kentucky;  C-...Minnesota, Ole Miss,
New Mexico State, NC State, Tulsa, UCLA, Wake Forest,
Western Michigan.

D...Below-average performance, or falling significantly short of
preseason expectations, for any assortment of reasons.

OREGON STATE at OREGON (Thursday, December 3)...Civil
War!  Rose Bowl on line for both for first time ever!  Note that last
seven meetings “over” in series.  Road team has won outright last
two and covered last three meetings, although home team had
covered previous four.  Beavers 11-3 vs. line last 14 away from
Corvallis.  Mike Riley also 9-2 vs. line last 11 as underdog.  Ducks,
however, have covered their last 5 at home this season and are 25-
12 vs. spread at Autzen Stadium since late in ‘03 campaign.  Tech
edge-Oregon State, based on team and recent series road
trends.

ARKANSAS STATE at WESTERN KENTUCKY (Thursday,
December 3)... ASU has really hit skids lately, no covers last 5 TY,
now 2-8 vs. line in ‘09.  Red Wolves 5-16 vs. line overall since LY.
ASU also 2-11 vs. line its last 13 away from home, and 2-9 its last
11 as chalk.  WKU has covered its last 3 in ‘09.   Tech edge-WKU,
based on team trends.

CENTRAL MICHIGAN vs. OHIO (MAC Championship Friday,
December 4 at Ford Field, Detroit)...SMU’s third MAC title game
in four seasons, beat Solich in ‘06 and Miami-O in ‘07.  Chips have
covered 5 of last 7 in ‘09 and are 8-3 vs. line overall this season.
Chips also 20-9 as chalk since ‘06 (6-2 in role TY).  Solich 4-1 vs.
line last 5 away from home.   Tech edge-slight to CMU, based
on team trends.

SOUTH FLORIDA at UCONN...Note that home team has covered
the last four years in this series.  Bulls only 2-3 vs. line away TY,
although Jim Leavitt 8-5 as dog since ‘06 (2-3 TY).  Edsall 9-1 vs.
line TY and has covered 10 of last 11 on board since late LY.
Huskies also 18-8 vs. spread their last 27 at the Rentsch (2-1 TY).
Tech edge-UConn, based on team and series home trends.

WEST VIRGINIA at RUTGERS...Note that road team has covered
last 5 and 6 of last 7 in series.  Bill Stewart, however, remaining at
a subpar play vs. spread (5-8 vs. line LY, 4-6 vs. spread TY).
Mounties just 4-6 vs. line away since LY.  Schiano, however, only
1-3 vs. line at Piscataway TY.  Tech edge-Rutgers, based on
team and series trends.

FRESNO STATE at ILLINOIS...Ugh!  Interesting intersectional ion
December.  Fresno no covers last 3 TY and 4 of last 5 in ‘09,
although Pat Hill 2-0 vs. line as non-WAC visitor TY, now 14-5-1 last
20 in role.   Pat Hill also 24-15-1 vs. line as road dog since ‘99.  Zook
3-6 vs. line since LY as host, 3-0 vs. number last 12 on board
overall.  Tech edge-Fresno, based on team trends.

SAN JOSE STATE at LOUISIANA TECH...Dick Tomey finale.
San Jose no covers last 8 TY, now 1-9 vs. line in ‘09, also 1-14
last 15 vs. number since mid ‘08.  Spartans have also dropped
last 7 vs. number on road.  Bulldogs 3-0 vs. line as host TY and
4-1 vs. number at Joe Aillet Stadium since LY.  La Tech also 10-
3 vs. spread last 13 as host.   Tech edge-La Tech, based on
team trends.

NEW MEXICO STATE at BOISE STATE...Biggest pointspread of
season?  Maybe.  Boise has won and covered last two meetings by
whopping 107-0 total score.  Broncos 4-1 vs. line on blue carpet
TY, 10-4-1 last 15 at home, 43-16-1 vs. spread on blue carpet since
‘99!  Broncos have also covered all 3 laying 30 or more at home TY.
Tech edge-Boise State, based on team trends.

ARIZONA at SOUTHERN CAL...This could have been Arizona’s
game for the Rose Bowl had things broken a bit differently for Cats
in recent weeks.  Mike Stoops has nonetheless covered the last 4
against Pete Carroll, although Cats just 2-8 vs. spread as visitor
since LY.  Trojans, however, 1-8 vs. number last 10 TY, also just 4-
8 last 11 as Pac-10 host.  Interestingly, Pete Carroll now just 38-38
vs. number since 2004.  Tech edge-Arizona, based on series
and team trends.

CALIFORNIA at WASHINGTON...Note that last five “totals” in this
series have been “over.”  Cal has covered 3 of last 4 at Seattle but
did lose in Seattle in 2007.  Tedford just 4-8 vs. number last 12 on
Pac-10 road (2-2 TY), 2-7 last 9 as Pac-10 chalk.  Tech edge-
Washington, based on team trends.

CINCINNATI at PITTSBURGH...Home team has won and
covered the last two years as teams split 7-point decisions.
Bearcats 4-1 vs. line on road TY, if dog note Cincy 7-1 vs. number
in role for Brian Kelly since ‘07.  ‘Stache 3-2 vs. line as host TY and
5-2 vs. spread last 7 at Heinz Field.  Tech edge-slight to Cincy,
especially if dog, based on team trends.

WISCONSIN at HAWAII...Badgers making third visit to Honolulu
since 2000, winning both of previous visits and 1-1 vs. line.

33 on board.  Tech edge-Hawaii, based on team trends.

FLORIDA ATLANTIC at FLORIDA INTERNATIONAL...FAU has
won and covered last three meetings, including wild 57-50 OT battle
last season.  FIU just 1-4 vs. line last 5 TY and 2-6-1 last 9 on board
in ‘09.  Schnellenberger 11-3 vs. line his last 14 Sun Belt games
away from Lockhart Stadium.  Tech edge-slight to FAU, based
on team and recent series trends.

HOUSTON at EAST CAROLINA (C-USA title game)...Skip Holtz
31-10 vs. line as dog since arriving at ECU in ‘05.  UH 2-7 as road
chalk since last season.  Tech edge-East Carolina, based on
team trends.

FLORIDA vs. ALABAMA (SEC championship game at
Atlanta)...Rematch from last season when Gators won and
covered by 31-20 count at Georgia Dome.  Also a rematch of first-
ever SEC title game in ‘92, played at Birmingham and won by Gene
Stallings’ eventual national champion Bama team by a 28-21 count.
And it’s the seventh SEC title game between these two since ‘92,
with Gators 4-2 SU and vs. line in previous title contests.  Urban
Meyer had failed to cover previous two vs. Tide in ‘05 & ‘06 vs. Mike
Shula.  Gators have failed to cover last two away from Swamp
after covering previous 8 on road.  Urban Meyer also only 3-4 vs.

UCONN
One of the pointspread revelations of this season has been

UConn, which has a chance to complete one of the best
campaigns in history vs. the line when playing host to South Florida
at Rentschler Field Saturday afternoon.  The Huskies have covered
9 of 10 chances on the board this season (and 10 of 11 dating to the
end of the ‘08 campaign) and are now 19-8 vs. the number their last
27 at East Hartford.  Moreover, UConn has posted a +10.75 “AFS”
(Away From Spread) mark its last two games.  This has also been
a home-oriented series vs. the Bulls, with the host covering the last
4 meetings, and USF hasn’t posted a cover in its last 3 games (0-2-
1 vs. line).

LOUISIANA TECH
It’s our last chance to go against San Jose State this season, and

darned if we’re going to pass it up.  The Spartans have been
plumbing some almost uncharted pointspread depths lately,
dropping their last 8 vs. the number and 14 of their last 15 since a
year ago.

The Indianapolis Colts have been a formful pointspread team this

season, dynamite vs. the number on the road (where they’re 6-0
vs. the spread), but underachieving at Lucas Oil Stadium, where
they’ve covered just 1 of 5 (and a mere 4 of 13 since last season).
