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The "Real" NFL Season Begins - Wild Card Weekend and a Look at the Post Season Since 1990

March has its Madness.
January has its Jamboree.

The four month, 256 game journey that is the NFL regular season has ended and 20 of the 32 teams have begun preparing for next
season. The remaining dozen teams have more immediate preparations to undertake for those are the teams that will participate in
the NFL's annual Tournament known as the Playoffs.

With the New Year comes the start of the 'real' NFL season -- the Playoffs. 12 teams survived the 16 game regular season and the
slates are wiped clean with everybody starting 0-0. The 8 teams in action this weekend need to go 4-0 to win Super Bowl XLIV. The
4 teams enjoying Byes (Indianapolis, Minnesota, New Orleans and San Diego) need win only 3 times to lay claim to the Vince
Lombardi Trophy to be presented February 7, in Miami, Florida.



A dozen teams have survived the grueling 5 month journey that began with two-a-days in the heat and humidity of August followed
by what was a 2009i season featured a pair of teams - Indianapolis and New Orleans - mount serious challenges to perfection. The
Saints started 13-0 before losing while the Colts bettered that by one game before their first taste of defeat. There was a great
disparity between the very good and very bad teams for much of the season although in the end there were just three teams that
won 3 or fewer games and just 4 teams with a dozen or more wins. Unlike 2008 when 5 Playoff teams were not decided until the
final week of play this season saw all but the 2 AFC Wild Card teams decided prior to Week 17 although the final week of play did
sort out a muddled seeding situation, especially in the NFC.

The combined record of this season's dozen Playoff teams is 133-59 which compares to the 130-61-1 rec ord of last season's
Playoff teams, 135-57 record of 2007's Playoff teams and the 129-63 record of 2006's Playoff teams. 10 of this season's Playoff
teams won at least 10 games with both AFC Wild Card teams making the Playoffs with 9-7 records (Baltimore and the New York
Jets). No team with double digit wins failed to make the Playoffs and there were 3 teams to finish 9-7 that missed the Playoffs
(Atlanta, Houston and Pittsburgh).

The 12 Playoff teams were a combined 106-82-4 Against the Spread (ATS), 56.38%, and combined for 87 OVERs, 102 UNDERs
and 3 PUSHes.

The gap between the conferences that had been narrowing over the few seasons prior to 2008 continued to tilt towards the AFC
again in 2009. AFC teams were 37-27 Straight Up (SU) against NFC teams in 2009 (57.8%) after going 34-29-1 (54.0%) in 2008.
However AFC teams had a losing ATS record of 29-33-2 vs. NFC teams after going 30-33-1 ATS in 2008. 2009 marked the third
straight season in which AFC teams had a losing pointspread mark against NFC teams. In 2007 AFC teams were 30-31-1 ATS
against the NFC (32-32 SU). But harken back to 2006 when AFC teams were 40-24 S/U and 36-27-1 ATS vs. NFC teams.

For the dozen teams that have made it to the Playoffs the road to the Super Bowl is about to begin. As is the case every year, this
season's Playoff field is significantly different from last season. Half of the 12 teams that missed the Playoffs last season are in this
season.

Cincinnati, Dallas, Green Bay, New England, New Orleans and the New York Jets are back in the playoffs after more than a year's
absence.

Not repeating their Playoff appearances of a season ago are Atlanta, Carolina, Miami, the New York Giants, defending Super Bowl
champion Pittsburgh and Tennessee. Interestingly both the Giants and Tennessee went from # 1 seeds in 2008 to missing the
Playoffs in 2009, yet another sign of parity in the NFL and how critical each game can be in a short season of just 16 games.



The top two teams in each conference -- Indianapolis and San Diego from the AFC and Minnesota and New Orleans from the NFC
-- have earned the right to sit on the sidelines this weekend and await the outcome of the Wild Card games that will determine their
foes in the Divisional round.

For the remaining 8 teams a quartet of them will have their seasons end this weekend but will still be able to consider their seasons
a success by virtue of having made the post season.

The Wild Card games involve three rematches of game played this past Sunday. Twice before, following the 1993 and 2001
seasons, there were 2 rematches of regular season finales. But there have never been 3.

What makes this week's rematches all the more intriguing is that all three games this past weekend were blowouts, with Dallas
defeating Philadelphia 24-0, Green Bay besting Arizona 33-7 and the New York Jets closing out the Meadowlands in grand style
with a 37-0 shellacking of Cincinnati.

Dating back nearly 20 years to when the present 12 team Playoff system was adopted, there have been 9 Wild Card games
involving teams that had just met a week earlier to end the regular season. The home team in these rematches has won 8 of the 9
Wild Card games. Of those 8 home winners 4 of them had also won the previous week while the other four had lost to that same
team a week earlier. And the lone road winner of a Wild Card quickie rematch had lost on the road a week earlier.

So if you wish to base your selections this week on that very small sample of 9 games you'd be inclined to play Arizona, Cincinnati
and Dallas. All three of these teams opened small favorites as did the fourth host, New England, in their Wild Card game against
Baltimore. Earlier this season the Patriots defeated the Ravens in a game Baltimore easily could have -- or should have -- won but
for some dropped passes late in the contest.

This promises to be an interesting, wide open Playoff season. There really are no clear cut favorites as the top seeds in each
conference -- Indianapolis and New Orleans -- have both struggled down the stretch. Sure, they both lost games after they'd pretty
much clinched their top seeds but even prior to those losses -- when each was still unbeaten -- each had survived some close calls
after midseason.

The AFC # 2 seed, San Diego, has won 11 in a row and has given the Colts fits in recent Playoff seasons. New England has that



Super Bowl pedigree and even with injuries their chances cannot be discounted. The Jets have an outstanding running game and
the league's top ranked defense. Cincinnati also has played solid defense. Baltimore's underrated offense and solid defense also
makes the Ravens a legitimate contender.

For much of the season the NFC's # 2 seed , Minnesota, looked like the team to beat even with New Orleans still unbeaten. But the
Vikes were shaky down the stretch and unless the Saints are upset in the Divisional round the Vikes will be on the road where they
lost their final three outings while going a perfect 8-0 at home. Both Dallas and Green Bay are playing their best football at the right
time and even with last week's loss Philadelphia has been hot down the stretch. Defending NFC Champion Arizona got hot at this
time last season and most of that team is intact.

Back in September the Super Bowl selection in this Newsletter called for San Diego to defeat Minnesota 27-20 to win the Super
Bowl. Both teams are # 2 seeds and could well win their Conference Championships.

The enthusiasm for San Diego remains. They've knocked the Colts out of the Playoffs each of the past two seasons, once at home
and once in Indy. A true "dark horse" in the AFC that could cause problems might be the Jets on the strength of an outstanding
defense and an offense based on running the football. But the Jets are led by a rookie QB which makes their path difficult. The
Colts and Patriots have to be given strong consideration on the strength of their QBs -- Peyton Manning and Tom Brady.

The NFC is wide open. Minnesota and QB Brett Favre have solid credentials but the current form and balance of both Dallas and
Green Bay make them a pair of legitimate challengers. New Orleans still must be given strong consideration and the Saints will be
at home for the NFC Championship should they win their Divisional round contest.

Ultimately the forecast remains the same, San Diego over Minnesota. But if either Dallas or Green Bay win the NFC Championship it
should come as much of a surprise. And if the "who-datters" can regain the offensive rhythm that marked the first half of their
season, the Saints could go marching into Miami next month with a shot to win the Super Bowl in their first appearance.

All 4 home teams are favored in this season's Wild Card round, a complete reversal from last season when all 4 road teams were
favored (2 of which won).

Only one game features a Wild Team with a better record than their host (Green Bay was 11-5, Arizona 10-6).



Both Dallas and Philadelphia were 11-5 with Dallas earning the NFC East title by virtue of sweeping their 2 games with the Eagles.

Only one of this season's Playoff teams had a losing ATS record (Cincinnati, 7-9) while another Playoff team, Green Bay, had the
NFL's best ATS record, 11-4-1 (Atlanta, which missed the Playoffs at 9-7, was 11-5 ATS).

One of the more interesting aspects to this season's Playoffs is that the axiom of having a strong running game is vital to success. 3
of the bottom 4 rushing offenses are in this Playoff field with Arizona (93 yards per game, # 29), San Diego (89 ypg, #31) and
Indianapolis (81 ypg, #32) each repeating Playoff appearances of a season ago with 2 of the 3 (Colts and Chargers) having earned
first round Bye. The Playoffs will indeed be interesting.

Before previewing the Wild Card games let's look at the revised Super Bowl odds from the South Point Sports Book in Las Vegas
and assess each team's chances of winning the NFL's top prize next month.

In 1990 the NFL changed its Playoff format to include 3, rather than 2, Wild Card teams from each conference, increasing from 10 to
12 the number of teams to make the Playoffs and also increasing the number of postseason games from 9 to 11. Prior to the 2008
season there had been 209 postseason games played under this format which provides a workable database to analyze and from
which we might be able to discern some patterns or tendencies.

Among the items of interest would be how often the pointspread matters, how often road teams win and what the performance of
favorites has been. With these questions in mind we present some very interesting data that profiles the NFL Playoffs from 1990
through 2008 for each round of the Playoffs:

The most notable result seen in this data is that the average margin of victory in Playoff games is close to two touchdowns.
In each round of the Playoffs a minimum of at least one third of all games are decided by more than 14 points. Compare
that to the regular season in which the average margin is historically about 11.5 points and only 15% of all games are
decided by more than 14 points. In going beyond the data presented above we note that in the Divisional round of the
Playoffs favorites of 3 points or less perform at their lowest level of any Playoff round. Since 1990 such favorites have won
just 5 of 13 games (38.5%) and have gone just 3-9-1 ATS (25.0%) when laying 3 points or less.

In this issue we analyze all four NFL Wild Card Playoff games using the same five tiered scale for making Side and Total
selections that was used during our analyses of the college Bowls. To review, selections we rate as 3 to 5 Stars are solid to
strong recommendations. Selections rated just 1 or 2 Stars are mild or weak opinions for which taking a 'pass' remains a
prudent option.

A little history about the Wild Card Round. Since the NFL modified its Playoff format in 1990 to include 12 teams and 4 Wild Card
games there has been at least one favorite to lose straight up in every season except 2 (2003 and 2006). But note that even in 2003
Baltimore opened as a 1 point home favorite against Tennessee. By kickoff Tennessee had become a 1 point favorite so if you go by
the opening line we have at least one upset in this round each season except 2006. Parity may have been strongly in evidence in
2004 and 2005 as in 2004 3 of 4 road underdogs won outright in the Wild Card round. In 2005 we saw 3 road teams win, with
Pittsburgh being a 3 point road favorite. In 2006 all 4 home favorites won but in the Divisional round home favorites won only 2 of 4
games and all 4 road underdogs covered. More about that next week. Last season saw home team split the 4 Wild Card games with
San Diego winning as a Home Underdog over Indianapolis. Both Baltimore and Philadelphia won (and covered) as Road Favorites.
Arizona was the lone Home Favorite to win straight up in 2008's Wild Card round (the Cards also covered).

Which favorite(s) will fall this weekend? Or will form hold true? Let's share our thoughts.



AFC Wild Card Game - Saturday, January 9, 2010

New York Jets (19-7 S/U, 9-7 ATS) at Cincinnati Bengals (10-6 S/U, 7-9 ATS)

Opening Line: Cincinnati - 3, currently - 2 ¥2: Opening Total 34 %2, currently 34 ¥

In last week's game the Jets came out with clear intensity while the Bengals just went through the motions despite
pregame proclamations that they were intent on winning and knocking the Jets out of the Playoffs. Barely minutes into the
game the Jets took charge and never let up. It's easy to write that game off as a fluke and to believe the Bengals will reverse
the result in the Wild Card game. But the Jets bring some very solid credentials into the game on both sides of the football.
They led the league in rushing offense (172 ypg), total defense (252 ypg) and scoring defense (14.8 ppg). The Bengals rank
close behind in the same defensive stats but are less productive on offense running the ball. They do have the better pass
attack with veteran QB Carson Palmer rating a solid edge over Jets' rookie QB Mark Sanchez. Cincinnati does not blow out
foes as arule. 3 of their wins were by exactly a FG and 3 more were by a TD or less. The Jets have 3road wins by 17 or
more points, although against far less potent teams than they"ll face here. The Jets' combination of a strong running game
and their aggressive and effective defense gives them areal shot at pulling the upset. Getting a FG presents an attractive
option with an outright upset not a shock, even with arookie QB making his first Playoff start on the road. The Jets have
shown they do not rely on their QB to make plays, but rather to just avoid mistakes. Head coach Ryan and his staff will try
to limit the number of chances Sanchez takes and will gladly relinquish the football and rely on his defense rather than
have Sanchez take too many chances. This game will be very physical and surely not as lopsided as last week. But the
result could well be the same. The call is for the Jets to pull the upset, winning 19-16 and making the NEW YORK JETS a 3
Star Selection and the UNDER also a 3 Star Selection .

NEC Wild Card Game - Saturday, January 9, 2010

Philadelphia Eagles (11-5 S/U, 9-7 ATS) at Dallas Cowboys (11-5 S/U, 9-7 ATS)

Opening Line: Dallas - 4, currently - 4: Opening Total 45, currently 45

Prior to last week's showdown in Dallas the Eagles were one of the hottest teams in the league, having won 6 in arow. Yet
only one of those wins -- at Atlanta -- came against a team that finished the season with a winning record. Fact is that
against teams that finished 10-6 or better Philly was 0-4 both straight up and ATS. Besides the two losses to the Cowboys
Philly also lost to New Orleans (without QB Donovan McNabb) and San Diego. Part of the Eagles' problems has been their
inability or reluctance to run the football. McNabb leads a potent passing attack with DeSean Jackson the next great
wideout in the league. Dallas has defensed the Eagles' biggest big play threat well, limiting him to just 5 catches in their
two meetings. Dallas' defense has come up big over the second half of the season and shut out a pair of Division rivals to



end the regular season. The Cowboys allowed more than 21 points just twice this season. Puzzlingly, both games were
against the New York Giants. Dallas has a lot of negative history to overcome, having lost 6 straight Playoff games since
their last Playoff win in 1996. But this team is very well balanced on both sides of the football. QB Tony Romo had an
excellent season, limiting turnovers and not always trying to make the big play. Philly's defense was just average, down a
notch from the past few seasons. The Cowboys are playing with quiet confidence and although it's often thought that
beating a team three times in a season is difficult we need look back no further than last season when Pittsburgh defeated
Baltimore three times en route to their Super Bowl win. Yet a season earlier the Cowboys lost at home to the Giants after
having won both regular season meetings. In fact, over the past decade there have been 7 teams seeking to complete a 3
game sweep of a Divisional foe in the Playoffs and the sweep has been accomplished 5 times. Last week's result inflates
this line above a FG but the Cowboys earned last week's win in what was an important game for both teams with the
Division title and, more importantly, a Wild Card home game at stake. First Dallas ended their notorious December woes.
Last week they won aregular season finale for the first time since 1999. Now they'll take the next step on their path to
redemption with their first Playoff win since 1996. Dallas completes a 3 game sweep of Philly with a 24-17 win, making
DALLAS a 2 Star Selection and the UNDER a 1 Star Selection .

AFC Wild Card Game - Sunday, January 10, 2010

Baltimore Ravens (9-7 S/U, 8-7-1 ATS) at New England Patriots (10-6 s/u, 9-7 ATS)

Opening Line: New England - 3 %, currently - 3 ¥5; Opening Total 43, currently 43

The big news surrounding this contest is that New England's leading receiver, Wes Welker, has been lost for the Playoffs
after sustaining an MCL injury in last week's game at Houston. QB Tom Brady is also banged up and reportedly has been
playing with broken ribs the past few weeks in addition to a busted finger. New England won the regular season meeting at
home over Baltimore 27-21 despite being outgained and arguably outplayed by the Ravens. The Patriots seemingly have
been in decline since their quest of 19-0 ended in the final minute of Super Bowl XLII two years ago. The 11-5 team of last
season that missed the Playoffs was a stronger team defensively than this season's 10-6 squad. Much veteran leadership is
gone from the defense. Even the Brady-led offense struggled at times. Still, these are the Playoffs and no franchise has had
more Playoff success over the past decade than New England. Baltimore has had Playoff success as well, even winning the
Super Bowl a year before New England began their run. And the Ravens are in the Playoffs for a third time in 4 seasons and
sixth time in 10. Despite the flaws in the Patriots' defense New England still ranked fifth in fewest points allowed. Baltimore
was even better, ranking #3. The loss of Welker should result in even more coverage by the Ravens on Randy Moss and
compel the Patriots to rely even more on their running game. New England was relatively untested this season, facing just
two teams that were 10-6 or better. They lost both games, to Indianapolis and New Orleans. Baltimore faced 7 such teams
but one just once, at San Diego back in week two. Baltimore has been significantly more reliant on running the ball than



passing the ball over the second half of the season. Over the first half of the season the Ravens ran for 116 ypg while
passing for 242 ypg. In games 9 through 16 those numbers were 160 and 184. While turnovers and special teams can
always factor into the scoring, the fundamentals suggest this should be a low scoring contest. Despite New England's
flaws and the injuries noted above, the Patriots must be given the respect they deserve based on past achievements.
Though an upset is not out of the question it must be noted that the Pats were 8-0 at home this season. Brady is an
excellent decision maker and has already been playing through injury. And coach Belichick's Playoff record is 15-4. The
call is for New England to win 23-14, making NEW ENGLAND a 2 Star Selection and the UNDER a 3 Star Selection .

NEC Wild Card Game - Sunday, January 10, 2010

Green Bay Packers (11-5 S/U, 11-4-1 ATS) at Arizona Cardinals (10-6 S/U, 9-7 ATS)

Opening Line: Arizona - 3, currently - 2 ¥5: Opening Total 48, currently 47 %

Green Bay totally outplayed disinterested Arizona last week to cap off a strong season that was statistically better than
many experts realize. Although they've had to settle for a Wild Card Green Bay was second to New Orleans in points
differential (+ 164), falling short of the Saints by a mere 5 points. They were #6 in total offense,#3 in points scored, #2 in
total defense and #7 in points allowed. Green Bay was the only team in the league to rank so highly in all four categories.
QB Aaron Rodgers emerged as a more than capable successor to Brett Favre and without the fuss and fanfare that marked
the 2008 season Rodgers had an All Pro season. Arizona peaked at this time last season following a rather average regular
season. They won three straight Playoff games and came within a minute or so of winning the Super Bowl. Green Bay has
the better balanced offense and actually had a stronger passing offense than the Arizona offense directed by QB Kurt
Warner. The Pack also led the league by losing just 16 turnovers all season and had a +24 margin for the season! Arizona
WR Anguan Boldin is banged up which places more of a burden on WR Larry Fitzgerald which could provide an added
edge to Green Bay. The Packers' defense is well balanced, #1 against the run, #5 against the pass. Arizona's offense is
poorly balanced, rushing for just 93 ypg (# 29) while passing for 251 ypg. For the season the Cardinals were actually
outgained in total yardage. Green Bay has a better record and played in a better Division (NFC North teams were a
combined 32-32; NFC West teams were a woeful 24-40). Green Bay's 5-3 road record was better than Arizona's 4-4 mark at
home. Even if you ignore the impressive effort last week and handicap this game based on each team's first 15 games the
fundamentals and edges are with the Packers even if the line is a point or two lower as a result of last week. Green Bay
wins 28-24, making GREEN BAY a 3 Star Selection and the OVER a 2 Star Selection .
