• Many systems contain the word “vs.” which refers to the system team’s current opponent and 

not a previous one. 

• A slash (“/”) means or. A “SU win/SU tie” refers to a SU win or SU tie. 

• A team’s “last game” may have come before a bye week if they are rested; however, if a 

system refers to “last week”, teams off a bye would not qualify. The same principles apply to 

the terms “next game” and “next week”. 

• “Game number” refers to a team’s game number, while “Week number” refers to the league’s 

week number. These numbers will be the same for a team until it has a bye, at which point its 

“game number” will be one less than the league “week number”. 

• Figures like “sub-.870%”, “.750%+”, “+.250%”, etc. refer to winning percentage. 

• NFL team abbreviations used will be obvious to football fans; however, several teams have 

moved in the 25+ seasons covered by our systems. Each team is identified by its current city 

abbreviation, regardless of where they may have been located previously. “IND” refers to all 

Colts games, whether in Indianapolis or Baltimore. “BAL” refers to the Baltimore Ravens and 

Cleveland Browns teams prior to 1999, while “CLE” refers only to the expansion Cleveland 

Browns. “HOU” is used for the Houston Texans only, while “TEN” is used for the Tennessee 

Titans and Houston Oilers teams. “ARZ” refers to all Cardinals games, whether playing out of 

Arizona, Phoenix, or St. Louis, and “STL” is used for all Rams games, whether playing out of 

St. Louis or Los Angeles. Finally, “OAK” refers to all Raiders games, whether in Oakland or Los 

Angeles. 

• “Strike” games played in 1987 by replacement players were not used in the systems.
