*Cincinnati over New York Jets by 6

The Jets are about to encounter a new experience when they fly into
Cincinnati. They’re going to face a team that actually wants to win a game.
How’s that for a change? That hasn’t been the case during the past two
weeks for the Jets. They’ve lucked out drawing the Colts, who gave them
the game two weeks ago by pulling Peyton Manning and other starters, and
then getting the Bengals this past Sunday night when Cincinnati lacked
incentive and motivation. Well, the Bengals have plenty on the line now not
to mention revenge for being humiliated on national television. These are
two very similar teams. They’re conservative, ground-oriented and have
outstanding defenses. The Bengals didn’t show anything when they got
embarrassed by the pumped-up Jets last week. They purposely held out
Cedric Benson, their best runner. Benson now will be rested and ready.The
Jets weren’t in a position to hold anything back against the Bengals. They
had to show all their tricks so they unleashed Brad Smith in the Wildcat for-
mation and caught the Bengals by surprise. Marvin Lewis’ team will be
much better prepared this time around.The key for the Jets last week was
getting ahead early. That took the pressure off rookie quarterback Mark
Sanchez, who has thrown 20 interceptions. But now Sanchez is heading
into enemy territory. The Jets are 0-5 when Sanchez is intercepted more
than once in a game. Only once before last Sunday had Sanchez gone two
straight games without being picked off. He had thrown eight intercep-
tions in two previous cold-weather games before this past Sunday. The
weather figures to be cold in Cincinnati this time of year.The Bengals are
going to be geared to stop the run and the Jets’ Wildcat formation. They
should have their best run defender back in tackle Domata Peko, who has
missed six games but should be healthy. The Bengals have a veteran quar-
terback, Carson Palmer, to go with their solid ground game. He knows how
to manage a game and get the ball distributed to his wide receivers. Chad
Ochocinco had a touchdown catch in each of his last four games prior to
last Sunday. Shayne Graham has been one of the hottest kickers in the
league. Since the Bengals switched long snappers, Graham has connected
on 19-0f-21 field goals, including his last 12. Christmas has officially ended
for the Jets. There are no more gifts coming anymore. The Jets performed
rather well for rookie coach Rex Ryan. But their run will end here.

OK, no more December jokes about the Cowboys. Not after Dallas has
reeled off consecutive victories beating New Orleans, Washington and
Philadelphia. The Cowboys have held their last four foes to a combined 37
points, with 20 of them coming to the high-powered Chargers four games
ago. Dallas’ offense is playing at a high level, too. Tony Romo has a 106.7
passer rating in his last six games completing 68 percent of his throws for
1,659 yards with an 11-to-2 touchdown-to-interception ratio during this
span. Dallas’ ground game is also clicking with a healthy Felix Jones pro-
viding an outside threat to Marion Barber’s inside runs. Wide receiver Roy
Williams is missing in action with just two receptions during the past three
weeks, but the Cowboys get great production from Miles Austin and tight
end Jason Witten. Having 100,000 fans pack their new $1.2 billion dollar
stadium isn’t going to hurt the Cowboys either. But our lean is toward the
Eagles, a team that knows how to win in the postseason and has a coach-
ing edge with Andy Reid against Wade Phillips.The Eagles are 5-3 ATS in the
playoffs since 2004. Dallas is 0-6 in its last six playoff contests.The Cowboys
lost to the Giants, 21-17,as 7 _-point home favorites two years ago the only
time they made the playoffs under Phillips. The Eagles were even hotter
than the Cowboys before their 24-0 loss this past Sunday. Philadelphia had
set a franchise scoring record for its first 15 games averaging 28.6 points
per game before Sunday’s loss. The Eagles entered that matchup having
won six in a row while averaging 31.2 points. Donovan McNabb is a proven
big-play performer, something Romo has yet to achieve in the postseason.
McNabb has dangerous weapons with DeSean Jackson and a healthy Brian
‘Westbrook. Jackson has scored at least one touchdown in five of the last six
games. He could be the best punt returner in the league.The Eagles caught
a bad break when center Jamaal Jackson suffered a torn ACL two weeks
ago. Right guard Nick Cole became the Eagles’ center.This will be the sec-
ond week McNabb will work with Cole. He should be more comfortable.
The Eagles know how to win on the road.They are 35-17 (67 percent) ATS
in their last 52 road contests.They have covered in seven of their last nine
games on carpet. The road team in this series has covered six of the past
eight times. The underdog is 8-3 ATS in this series. PHILADELPHIA 24-23.

*New England over Baltimore by 6

By no means is this a vintage Bill Belichick Patriots team. Tom Brady is
banged-up, NFL leading pass-catcher Wes Welker is out, and the defense
isn’t up to the team’s previous Super Bowl standards. Still, New England has
enough to get past Baltimore at home. Brady with broken ribs and a broken
finger is still much better than Ravens’ second-year quarterback Joe Flacco.
Brady and Randy Moss can take advantage of a Baltimore secondary made
extremely vulnerable by injuries to two of its top three cornerbacks. Star
safety Ed Reed is back for the Ravens, but it’s not enough to compensate.
Welker suffered a bad knee injury in the Patriots’ loss on Sunday to the
Texans. Luckily for the Patriots, they have a near-Welker clone as a replace-
ment in Julian Edelman. Flacco won’t be able to keep up with Brady. He
started the year strong but tailed off failing to reach 300 yards passing dur-
ing the last 10 games. Flacco averaged just 173 yards through the air in the
past five games. If you discount his four-touchdown game against the Bears,
Flacco’s touchdown-to-interception ratio is 4-to-4 during the last four
games. The Ravens need all-purpose back Ray Rice and Willis McGahee to
move the chains for them. Keep in mind, Belichick rested his two best run-
stuffers against the Texans, Vince Wilfork and Ty Warren. Wilfork could be
New England’s best defensive player.The Patriots’ defense was playing their
best ball prior to this past Sunday yielding a combined 27 points in their
previous three games against the Panthers, Bills and Jaguars.Yes, Baltimore
has a better offense than those three teams. However, the Ravens are far
less intimidating on the road.They own a losing road mark at 3-5.They are
a different team outside of Baltimore. Consequently, New England is much
better at Gillette Stadium.The Patriots won all of their home contests with
all the victories except an opening-game win against Buffalo coming by six
or more points. One of these home victories was against the Ravens, 27-21
on Oct. 4. Flacco was playing much better back then, while Brady still had-
n’t cleared off all his rust. This hasn’t been Belichick’s best year coaching.
Who can forget his decision to not the punt the ball against the Colts? But
he’s still Belichick, the best coach in the NFL.And Brady still is Brady. The
combination, along with the always dangerous Moss and being at home,
make the Patriots worthy of support.

*Arizona over Green Bay by 6

The knee jerk reaction is to take the Packers after watching them disman-
tle the Cardinals at home, 33-7, this past Sunday. It’s easy to feel that way,
especially if wide receiver Anquan Boldin (check status) and cornerback
Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie (check status) can’t go after getting hurt in
Sunday’s loss.The Packers are peaking having gone 7-1 SU and 7-0-1 ATS in
their last eight games.Aaron Rodgers deserves to be mentioned in any MVP
discussions. But many found out last year it’s a mistakes to underrate the
Cardinals in postseason. Arizona only covered all four of its playoff games
last season on its way to the Super Bowl.This year the Cardinals are better
than their Super Bowl team of a year ago. It’s not a fluke they are double-
digit win team. They run the ball better with rookie Beanie Wells, their
defense is better, Kurt Warner still is very good and their special teams cov-
erage units are greatly improved. Not to take anything away from Green
Bay’s performance this last Sunday, but Cardinals coach Ken Whisenhunt
only used his first-team defense for one possession. Whisenhunt didn’t care
about the game once he found out the Vikings had won and his team could-
n’t improve their playoff seeding.The Cardinals have become very tough at
home under Whisenhunt winning 18 of 26 games at University of Phoenix
Stadium. They have covered eight of their last 12 home contests. The
Cardinals are 14-7 ATS in their last 21 games overall. Green Bay has holes.
Its offensive line is leaky and made worse by Rodgers often holding the ball
too long, Ryan Grant is a mediocre runner, kicker Mason Crosby is
unsteady, special teams are below average and the Packers have key defen-
sive injuries with linebacker Aaron Kampman and cornerback Al Harris out.
Things will be far worse for Green Bay if star cornerback Charles Woodson
(check status) is out, too, after suffering a bruised shoulder. The Packers
lack the necessary secondary depth to cover all the Cardinals’ quality wide-
outs headed by the magnificent Larry Fitzgerald, who seems to play his best
in the clutch. Fitzgerald averaged 7 _ receptions, 136.5 yards and 1.8
touchdowns in four postseason games last season. Fitzgerald has plenty of
help with Boldin, Steve Breaston, Jerheme Urban and Early Doucet. The
Packers have trouble with big savvy veteran quarterbacks like Brett Favre
and Warner, the kind of quarterbacks who know how to read blitzes, aren’t
intimidated and have a quick release. This matchup has all the makings of
a shootout between Rodgers and Warner. ARIZONA 30-24.
